EU and US support a stable, peaceful, secure, democratic, and 
prosperous future for Armenia: High-level meeting held in Brussels

President of the European Commission, 
Ursula von der Leyen, EU High Represent-
ative/Vice-President, Josep Borrell, Secre-
tary of State of the United States of Amer-
ica, Antony Blinken, USAID Administrator 
Samantha Power, and Prime Minister of 
the Republic of Armenia, Nikol Pashinyan, 
met on April 5, 2024 in Brussels to reaf-
firm support for Armenia’s sovereignty, 

democracy, territorial integrity, and so-
cio-economic resilience.

The European Union and the United 
States support a stable, peaceful, secure, 
democratic, and prosperous future for Ar-
menia and the region. In this context, we 
aim to expand cooperation to strengthen 

Armenia’s resilience, including in key 
sectors such political reforms, economic 
development and humanitarian support. 
We will look to expand our partnerships, 
for example, in mobility, governance, 
law enforcement, trade, connectivity, 
agriculture, energy, and technology. The

Armenian FM, CoE Secretary General discuss bilateral cooperation, 
regional stability

On April 8, Armenian Foreign Minister 
Ararat Mirzoyan and Secretary General of 
the Council of Europe, Marija Pejčinović 
Burić have discussed the bilateral part-
nership between Armenia and CoE and 
issues of regional stability.

During a meeting in Yerevan, Minis-
ter Mirzoyan emphasized the important 
and effective cooperation between the 
Republic of Armenia and the Council of 
Europe aimed at implementing the prior-
ities and reforms agenda of the Armenian 
government in the areas of rule of law, 
fight against corruption and protection 
of human rights.

In this context, reference was made to 
the implementation of the Armenia-CoE 
Action Plan for 2023-2026. Minister Mir-
zoyan also emphasized the quick response 
of the Council of Europe after the mili-
tary attack against Nagorno Karabakh by 

Azerbaijan in September last year and the 
ethnic cleansing of Nagorno Karabakh, 
stressing the importance of adapting the 
said program in order to address new 
challenges.

Thoughts were exchanged on address-
ing the mid-term and long-term needs of 
the rights of more than 100,000 Armeni-
ans forcibly displaced from Nagorno-Kara-
bakh, especially the vulnerable groups. 
Minister Mirzoyan emphasized that the 
Armenian government continues its ef-
forts in that direction, including with the 
support of international partners.

The Armenian Foreign Minister and 
the Council of Europe Secretary General 
referred to the steps aimed at establishing 
a stable and lasting peace in the South 
Caucasus. In this context, Ararat Mirzoyan 
emphasized the importance of creating an 
atmosphere free from hostility and the 

need for clear commitment in key issues.
Minister Mirzoyan presented Arme-

nia’s approaches on two key issues in the 
process of normalization of relations with 
Azerbaijan – reaffirming of recognition of 
territorial integrity, inviolability of bor-
ders and unblocking of regional commu-
nication. Ararat Mirzoyan emphasized 
the importance of adherence to the 1991 
Alma-Ata Declaration, as well as the well-
known principles of international law.

Armenia deeply concerned by attack on Iranian consulate in 
Damascus – MFA

Armenia is deeply concerned by the 
recent attack on the Iranian consulate in 
Damascus, the Foreign Ministry said in a 
post on X.

“The inviolability of diplomatic rep-
resentations is a must and should not 
be questioned under any pretext. We ex-
press our sincere sympathy to victims and 
wounded,” the Ministry said.

Iran has vowed to respond to what it said was an Israeli strike on Monday that 

destroyed an Iranian consulate building 
in Syria’s capital, Damascus.

Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali Khame-
nei said Israel would “regret this crime,” 
while President Ebrahim Raisi insisted 
that it would “not go unanswered.”

Iranian state TV reported that seven 
Revolutionary Guards, including two gen-
erals, and six Syrians were killed.
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Blinken cautions Aliyev any aggressive actions and rhetoric would 
undermine prospects for peace with Armenia

US Secretary of State Antony J. Blinken 
spoke on April 3 with Azerbaijani Presi-
dent Ilham Aliyev. 

Secretary Blinken and President Aliyev 
discussed the importance of advancing the 
peace process between Azerbaijan and 
Armenia, which would bring economic 
benefits to the entire region. 

The Secretary underscored that there 
is no justification for increased tension on 

the border and cautioned that aggressive 
actions and rhetoric from any side would 
undermine prospects for peace.

The Secretary reiterated the need for 
Azerbaijan to adhere to its international 
obligations and commitments regarding 
human rights and fundamental freedoms 
and urged the release of those unjustly 
detained. 

Armenian PM receives members of the Political and Security 
Committee of the EU Council

Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan re-
ceived members of the Political and Secu-
rity Committee of the Council of the Eu-
ropean Union headed by Delphine Pronk.

The Prime Minister welcomed the visit 
of the delegation to Armenia and empha-
sized the consistent development of Ar-
menia-European Union cooperation and 
in that context emphasized the fact of the 
Armenia-EU-USA high-level joint meeting 
in Brussels on April 5. Nikol Pashinyan 
emphasized the importance of EU assis-
tance in the effective implementation of 
democratic reforms in our country, stress-
ing that the consistent development of 
democracy is of strategic importance for 

the Armenian government.
The interlocutors discussed issues re-

lated to the developments taking place in 
the region, the Armenia-Azerbaijan peace 
process. Prime Minister Pashinyan em-
phasized the importance of implement-
ing the agreements reached as a result of 
the meetings held on October 6, 2022 in 
Prague, on May 14 and July 15, 2023 in 
Brussels, and on October 5, 2023 in Gra-
nada. According to these agreements, the 
Republic of Armenia and the Republic of 
Azerbaijan mutually recognize each oth-
er’s territorial integrity based on the 1991 
Alma-Ata Declaration.

The Prime Minister reaffirmed the 

Armenian Government’s commitment to 
the mentioned agreements and presented 
the “Crossroads of Peace” project, adding 
that Armenia’s position is fully expressed 
in the mentioned project. The role of the 
EU civilian mission in Armenia in ensuring 
security and stability in the region was 
emphasized.

Reference was made to the humanitar-
ian problems of forcibly displaced people 
from Nagorno Karabakh. The consistent 
support of the international community 
in order to overcome the socio-econom-
ic problems of the displaced people was 
highlighted.

“Crossroads of Peace” project could become an important 
prerequisite for Armenia-Azerbaijan peace process, CoE Secretary 

General says
Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan hosted 

the Secretary General of the Council of 
Europe, Marija Pejčinović Burić.

The Prime Minister welcomed Mrs. 
Burić’s visit to Armenia and highlighted 
the importance of cooperation with the 
Council of Europe. At the meeting, ref-
erence was made to the implementation 
of the Council of Europe Action Plan for 
Armenia 2023-2026 and the steps aimed 
at implementing the agenda of democratic 
reforms in Armenia. In this context, Nikol 
Pashinyan emphasized the commitment 
and political will of the Armenian gov-
ernment. Referring to the rich agenda of 
cooperation with the Council of Europe, 
the Prime Minister highlighted the role 
of the Council of Europe in addressing 
the problems of people forcibly displaced 
from Nagorno Karabakh and in providing 

international support.
The Secretary General of the Council of 

Europe expressed gratitude for the warm 
hospitality and emphasized the close co-
operation between the Council of Europe 
and the Government of the Republic of 
Armenia, including in the direction of the 
implementation of institutional reforms 
in the Republic of Armenia. According to 
Marija Pejčinović Burić, in a period full 
of challenges for Armenia, the Armenian 

government is effectively implementing 
reforms in various directions.

Reference was made to the develop-
ments taking place in the region, the nor-
malization process Armenia-Azerbaijan 
relations, and the possibilities of unblock-
ing regional transport infrastructures. 
Prime Minister Pashinyan presented the 
“Crossroads of Peace” project of the Arme-
nian government and its principles. The 
Secretary General of the Council of Europe 
noted that the “Crossroads of Peace” pro-
ject can become an important prerequisite 
for the Armenia-Azerbaijan peace process.

At the meeting, issues related to the 
humanitarian problems of people forcibly 
displaced from Nagorno-Karabakh, the 
further steps of assistance by the interna-
tional community towards their solution 
were discussed.
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U.S. cautions against hostilities along the Armenian-Azerbaijani 
border – State Department spokesperson

The U.S. continues to caution against es-
calating rhetoric between Armenia and 
Azerbaijan or hostilities along the Arme-
nian-Azerbaijani border, State Department 
spokesperson Matthew Miller said.

“So, we saw the statement from the 
Government of Azerbaijan over the week-
end. I would note that the EU monitor-
ing mission said yesterday that the Ar-
menia-Azerbaijan border was calm and 
quiet, with no unusual military troop or 
artillery movements, despite those state-
ments,” Miller said at a press briefing 

regarding the Azerbaijani claims about 
the alleged movements of Armenian forces 
and amassment of military equipment at 
the border.

Miller added that the U.S. continues to 
encourage the creation of conditions for 
a just and dignified peace in the region.

“We caution and will continue to cau-
tion against escalating rhetoric or hos-
tilities along the border. We continue to 
encourage the creation of conditions for 
a just and dignified peace in the region, 
where the rights of all are respected. And 

as you’ve heard me say from this podi-
um many times, the only way to ensure 
a sustainable peace is at the negotiating 
table,” the State Department spokesperson 
said adding that escalation is in no one’s 
interest.

No settlement, no village, no inch of Armenian territory can be 
surrendered - Armenian Speaker of Parliament

The Armenian National Assembly Pres-
ident Alen Simonyan stated that there is 
no discussion about handing over any 
territory, settlement or village from the 
Republic of Armenia.

“They go and convince residents of 
border settlements that someone, includ-
ing me, has said or is saying that, for exam-
ple, the village of Voskepar is not Arme-
nian, or some part of the Tavush region is 
not Armenian and should be surrendered 
[these territories to Azerbaijan]. Some 
journalists allow themselves to say that 
a village is being handed over in Tavush 

,’’ said the Parliament Speaker on social 
media.

Simonyan noted that the Armenian au-
thorities are not discussing the surrender 

of any settlement, village, or even an inch 
of Armenian territory.

To visit the border villages and incite 
passions by manipulating the reality, dis-
torting the reality, playing on people’s 
emotions is a clear proof of the worst 
qualities.

According to Alen Simonyan, such 
things cannot bring political dividends 
to anyone.

“The Republic of Armenia has a clear 
map. With that map, we have become in-
dependent and it is not up for discussion,” 
the Parliament Speaker said.

French FM slams Azerbaijani claims on Armenian territory, fake 
news coming from Baku

French Minister of European and 
Foreign Affairs Stéphane Séjourné has 
announced concerns about the threat to 
Armenia’s territorial integrity posed by 
Azerbaijan during a joint press conference 

with U.S. Secretary of State Antony Blinken 
in Paris.

The Ambassador Extraordinary and 
Plenipotentiary of France to Armenia, Ol-
ivier Decottignies, has shared this infor-
mation on his official X page, posting the 
full version of Stéphane Séjourné’s speech.

“We have reaffirmed our commitment 
to the territorial integrity of Armenia, 
which is now being questioned by Azer-
baijan, and let me say how worried we are 
about that, given that Azerbaijan’s rhetoric 
is getting out of hand,” the French Minister 

of European and Foreign Affairs Stéphane 
Séjourné said.

Séjourné has expressed concern re-
garding the increase of the fake news com-
ing from Baku, which tends to assign re-
sponsibility for the escalation to Armenia, 
which today only Armenia wants to avoid.

The French foreign minister says that 
they see many common elements and 
similarities with what is happening with 
Russia and Ukraine calling for attention 
to this issue six months before COP29 in 
Baku.
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Armenia appreciates France’s contribution to the establishment of 
peace in the South Caucasus - Armenia MFA spox

Spokesperson of the Ministry of For-
eign Affairs (MFA) of Armenia, Ani Badaly-
an, stated that Armenia values France’s 
contribution to the establishment of peace 
in the South Caucasus.

Ani Badalyan has issued a comment in 
response to media inquiries.

- On April 2, during a joint press 
conference with U.S. Secretary of 
State Anthony Blinken, Minister for 
Europe and Foreign Affairs of France 
Stephane Sejourne spoke about the 
need and developments to ensure sta-
bility in the South Caucasus, Armenia’s 
real intention to avoid escalation, and 
also expressed concern about possible 
threats to Armenia’s territorial integ-
rity. Some countries do not consider 
this understanding of France useful 
from the point of view of region-
al stability. How will you comment?

We believe that the statement of the Min-
ister for Europe and Foreign Affairs of 
France on April 2 and the goals and impor-
tant contribution of France’s involvement 
in the process of establishing peace in the 
region are known to all partners. There are 
many examples of this both in the form of 
bilateral partnership with Armenia and 
on regional and multilateral platforms.

In this context, we can particularly 
mention the quadrilateral meeting held in 
October 2022 in Prague within the frame-
work of the European Political Community, 
during which the leaders of Armenia and 

Azerbaijan reaffirmed their commitment 
to the 1991 Alma-Ata Declaration. By the 
way, the Prague meeting and the Alma-Ata 
declaration were also mentioned in the 
communication released by the office of 
the Azerbaijani President regarding the 
telephone conversation held yesterday 
with the U.S. Secretary of State Anthony 
Blinken.

We also value the contribution of 
France as a member of the European Un-
ion. The EU mission has been monitoring 
the interstate border between Armenia 
and Azerbaijan since October 2022, de-
ployed after the same Prague meeting, 
and has made relevant communications in 
recent days. We believe that activities and 
assessments of the Mission in line with its 
mandate should be taken into account, 
including while developing the positions 
of all EU member states.

EU ready to deepen partnership with Armenia - Vassilis Maragos

 The European Union is ready for fur-
ther deepening of partnership with Ar-
menia, said Ambassador Vassilis Maragos, 
Head of the Delegation of the European 
Union (EU) to Armenia, during  parlia-
mentary hearing on April 4, on the new 
prospects and challenges of Armenia’s 
European integration.

“We will continue to spare no efforts 
to strengthen our relations based on our 
commitment and shared values, as well 
as our dedication to multilateralism and 
rule-based order,” noted the EU ambassa-
dor, adding that the Armenia-EU dialogue 
process has never been as dynamic as at 
present.

Maragos stressed the importance of 
full implementation of the Comprehensive 
and Enhanced Partnership Agreement 
(CEPA), focusing especially on regulations, 
their compliance and reforms.

The EU ambassador elaborated that it 
is necessary to match the standards that 
Armenia has accepted.

“The European Union wants to speed 
up the implementation of these commit-
ments, which will include work, digital 
transition, green economy, which create 
opportunities for Armenia to modern-
ize the economy,” Maragos emphasized. 
Maragos stressed the importance of fully 
implementing the Comprehensive and 
Enhanced Partnership Agreement (CEPA), 
with a focus on regulations, compliance, 
and reforms. The EU ambassador elab-
orated that it is necessary for Armenia 
to meet the standards it has accepted. 
“The European Union aims to accelerate 
the implementation of these commit-
ments, which will include work, digi-
tal transition, and the green economy, 

creating opportunities for Armenia 
to modernize its economy,” Maragos 
emphasized.

The Ambassador noted that that in 
connection with the economic and in-
vestment plan, an investment coordina-
tion platform has been created with the 
Armenian government and internation-
al financial institutions. This platform 
brings together all interested parties 
with the aim of reviewing plans and 
understanding what actions are need-
ed to accelerate current investments. 
The head of the EU delegation in Armenia 
presented that more than 550 million eu-
ros in investments have already been made 
during this period. EU member states 
have mobilized over 120 million euros 
for the implementation of more than 35 
projects in Syunik, focusing on infrastruc-
ture, civil society, economic development, 
employment, and the green economy. 
Referring to the Armenia-EU coopera-
tion, Maragos noted with satisfaction 
that progress has been

“Women are a part 
of the board and management as well, 
and this is very important for business 
from the perspective of making correct 
and balanced decisions. We create full 
equal conditions for our employees within 
the framework of their growth, develop-
ment and other standards,” says Mher 
Abrahamyan.

On behalf of Idram company, the dec-
laration was signed by the head of HR 
Astghik Zilfimyan. “50% of Idram’s man-
agement staff are women. I think this is 
one of the best indicators for our state. We 
do everything to exclude gender-based or 
any other kind of discrimination in our 

company,” notes Astghik Zilfimyan.

USAID ready to provide continuous support to the Armenian 
government programs – Samantha Power

Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan had a 
meeting with Samantha Power, Adminis-
trator of the US Agency for International 
Development, at the Embassy of the Re-
public of Armenia in Belgium.

The interlocutors discussed issues 
related to cooperation between the gov-

The Prime Minister emphasized that 
the Armenian government will firmly con-
tinue consistent steps in the direction of 
reforms and emphasized that it is of stra-
tegic importance.

Samantha Power noted that USAID will 
continue close cooperation with Arme-
nia and is ready to provide continuous 
support to the programs of the Armenian 
government for the strengthening and 
development of democracy.

The interlocutors referred to the hu-
manitarian problems of forcibly displaced 
persons from Nagorno Karabakh and 
the steps towards their solution. Prime 
Minister Nikol Pashinyan presented the 
measures implemented by the Armenian 
government and further steps. The Prime 
Minister attached importance to the sup-
port provided by international partners, 
including the United States, to forcibly 
displaced people and emphasized the need 
for its continuous provision.

In this context, issues related to the 
further steps of support to forcibly dis-
placed persons, in particular, the issue of 
housing provision, were discussed.

USAID will allocate $8.6 million to strengthen Armenia’s energy 
security

The US Agency for International De-
velopment is focused on strengthening 
Armenia’s energy security and independ-
ence, and stabilizing food security, Erin 
McKee, the Assistant Administrator for 
Europe and Eurasia at the United States 
Agency for International Development 
said during a press conference.

“Our new $8.6 million program will 
improve Armenia’s access to renewable 

energy and integration capabilities. Ad-
ditionally, contingency planning will en-
able Armenia to systematically respond 
to supply disruptions while enhancing 
energy efficiency.

This funding will also bolster Arme-
nia’s ability to better address critical cy-
bersecurity vulnerabilities in the country’s 
energy infrastructure,” McKee said.

According to her, USAID will also help 

stabilize Armenia’s food security by sup-
porting the efforts of Armenian farmers 
to increase grain production and storage.

“The upcoming $6 million food security 
program will increase yields of key crops 
in response to climate conditions. This will 
be achieved by modernizing Armenia’s 
food system, enabling us to increase do-
mestic production and reduce dependence 
on imports,” McKee said.

“The European Union remains com-
mitted to stability and regulation in the 
region,” emphasized the EU Ambassador 
to Armenia.

Regarding the new agenda of the 
Armenia-EU partnership, Maragos stat-
ed that the aim of the European Union 
is to broaden partnership and cooper-
ation. He emphasized the need for re-
forms in Armenia, particularly in the 
field of public administration aimed at 
strengthening democratic institutions. 
Additionally, he stressed the importance 
of a well-functioning justice system, in-
cluding a robust anti-corruption frame-
work, to enhance resilience in respond-
ing to various challenges and threats. 
According to the Ambassador, it is planned 

to confirm cooperation with Armenia 
within the framework of Eurojust on April 
5 in Brussels. This cooperation aims to 
deepen collaboration in criminal cases 
and ensure high standards for the pro-
tection of personal data, the independ-
ence of the judiciary, and the rule of law. 
In his speech, Maragos also mentioned the 
support for people forcibly displaced from 
Nagorno-Karabakh, informing that the EU 
has mobilized more than 60 million euros 
for humanitarian assistance to Armenia.
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stronger cooperation with 
Armenia to support these 

key sectors.
The European Union and the United 

States acknowledged the substantial pro-
gress Armenia has made since 2018 on 
democratic and justice reforms and the 
fight against corruption, and expressed 
a commitment to continue partnering 
with and supporting Armenia as it fur-
ther strengthens its democracy and the 
rule of law, in line with our shared values 
and principles.

The EU will continue to support Ar-
menia on its reform path through the 
implementation of the Comprehensive 
and Enhanced Partnership Agreement 
(CEPA). In order to boost reforms and en-
hance cooperation in all areas, the EU and 
Armenia will make headway on the new 
EU-Armenia Partnership Agenda.

The United States is committed to help-
ing Armenia and PM Pashinyan carry out 
envisioned reforms. The Biden Adminis-
tration, working with the U.S. Congress, 
plans to provide over $65 million in fis-
cal year 2023 development assistance to 
Armenia.

The European Union and the United 
States welcomed Armenia’s commitment 
to improved connectivity with the outside 
world, including the Crossroads of Peace 
initiative, which would promote shared 
prosperity and regional economic and 
trade diversification.

The EU and the US intend to provide 
further assistance to help the country 
mitigate risks, diversify its trade, and 
strengthen its economic and institution-
al resilience.

To underpin the new EU-Armenia 
Partnership Agenda, the EU will put for-
ward a EUR 270 million Resilience and 
Growth Plan for Armenia for the period 
2024-2027.

The EU’s Resilience and Growth Plan 
for Armenia will aim at building up Ar-
menia’s socio-economic resilience, while 
supporting trade diversification. It will 
contribute to the long-term needs of dis-
placed people. It will strengthen sectoral 
cooperation with Armenia, while stepping 
up support to regulatory alignment to un-
lock the full potential of the CEPA. The 
EU will continue to support key sectors 
from trade diversification, infrastructure 
development, energy, to aviation safety.

President von der Leyen also referred 
to the benefits of the Economic and In-
vestment Plan, launched in 2021, which 
already mobilized over EUR 550 million 
worth of investments through grants, 
blending and guarantees in Armenia. In 
line with the Economic and Investment 
Plan, the EU’s Resilience and Growth 
Plan will step up support to strategic in-
vestments, in particular on connectivity 
infrastructure in transport, digital and en-
ergy, and invest in business development 
to boost jobs and economic growth. The 
Economic and Investment Plan has the 
potential to deliver economic dividends of 
peace including on regional connectivity, 
if and when conditions allow. The EU will 
also look at ways to support mobility.

The United States is working with 
Armenia in multiple sectors to enhance 
economic growth and reform, trade diver-
sification and resilience. The United States 
will work with Armenia to attract further 
U.S. investment, streamline technology 
trade opportunities, increase cyberse-
curity cooperation, and expand technol-
ogy infrastructure. The United States is 
committed to Armenia’s safe, reliable, and 
secure energy future and is working to 
support energy diversification and explore 
the feasibility of new civil nuclear power 
options that prioritize the highest nucle-
ar security, safety, and nonproliferation 
standards. The United States is committed 
to enhancing Armenia’s food security as 

well as facilitating the flow of agricultural 
products across Armenia’s borders.

Recognizing the continuing challeng-
es that Armenia faces in supporting and 
socially including over 100,000 displaced 
persons and refugees, the European Union 
and the United States intend to continue 
providing support to Armenia in its efforts 
to provide housing, training, employment 
opportunities and psycho-social support 
to those who need it, and to ensure the 
dignified living conditions of displaced 
persons.

The EU swiftly mobilized EUR 18 mil-
lion in humanitarian support and EUR 15 
million in budget support since September 
2023 to respond to the emergency and 
socio-economic needs of refugees. This 
brings the total allocation of humanitarian 
aid to the affected population to EUR 38,4 
million since 2020. The EU stands with 
Armenia in addressing and supporting 
the long-term needs of refugees. The EU’s 
Resilience and Growth Plan will also in-
clude budget support for the long-term 
economic and social inclusion of displaced 
people.

The United States has similarly an-
nounced more than $7 million in hu-
manitarian support for displaced persons 
and refugees since September 2023. This 
funding brings total U.S. humanitarian 
assistance to nearly $31 million since 
September 2020. The U.S. assistance has 
provided life-saving food assistance, hu-
manitarian protection, and emergency 
shelter and will continue to respond to 
the needs of the displaced persons and 
refugees. The United States will support 
Armenia’s efforts to minimize the strain 
on public services and infrastructure, and 
facilitate social cohesion and economic 
development.

A prosperous, sovereign, and demo-
cratic Armenia that develops its own part-
nerships and freely sets its own course 
will contribute to regional stability

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Ruben Vardanyan nominated for Nobel Peace Prize
Ruben Vardanyan, former Minister of 

State of Artsakh, co-founder of the Aurora 
humanitarian initiative, has been nomi-
nated for the 2024 Nobel Peace Prize by 
a group of renowned public and political 
figures, including a Nobel Laureate, Ruben 
Vardanyan’s office informed Public Radio 
of Armenia.

“Ruben Vardanyan was nominated 
for this high award for the creation and 
support for around five dozen new and 
unprecedented educational, charitable, 
scientific and humanitarian structures not 
only in Armenia, but also in a number of 
other countries,” his office said.

The nominators mentioned his activ-
ities in besieged Artsakh, where Ruben 
Vardanyan invested a lot of effort, trying 

not only to alleviate severe humanitarian 
needs, but also to create opportunities to 
improve the living conditions of people 
and children in difficult situations.

“The fact that Ruben Vardanyan’s char-
ity covers not only national, but also inter-
national levels, and has global influence 
and significance, was considered valuable. 
The Aurora humanitarian initiative – one 

of the major projects he authored, aims to 
help and reach out to all those who risk 
their lives to do good in all corners of the 
world, on all continents,” Vardanyan’s Of-
fice said.

It is noted that Ruben Vardanyan, to-
gether with his colleagues, implemented a 
total of 700 projects in Armenia, Artsakh 
and the Armenian world, investing in phi-
lanthropy, education, preservation of his-
torical and cultural heritage, tourism and 
infrastructure development and a number 
of other fields.

Vardanyan was illegally detained by 
Azerbaijan at Hakkari bridge checkpoint 
on September 27, 2023, and is still held 
in prison in Baku. He faces up to 14 years 
in jail.

Armenia signs cooperation agreement with Eurojust
On April 5, in Brussels, Minister of For-

eign Affairs of the Republic of Armenia 
Ararat Mirzoyan signed the agreement 
“On cooperation between the competent 
authorities in the field of legal cooperation 
between the Republic of Armenia and the 
European Union in the field of criminal 
proceedings of the Republic of Armenia 
and the European Union Agency for Co-
operation in the Field of Criminal Justice 
(Eurojust)”.

The EU Commissioner for Justice Di-
dier Reynders signed the Agreement on 
behalf of the EU and on behalf of Belgium, 
which holds the Presidency of the EU 
Council, and on behalf of the EU mem-
ber states, the Deputy Prime Minister of 
Belgium, the Minister of Justice and the 
North Sea Paul Van Tigchelt signed the 
document.

Before the official signing ceremony, 
the signing officials gave remarks.

The Minister of Foreign Affairs of Ar-
menia, as well as the officials of the EU 
and Belgium, emphasized in their remarks 
that Armenia was the first to begin nego-
tiations in 2021 on the conclusion of the 
agreement and today, after the successful 
completion of the negotiations, is the first 
to sign it.

Minister Mirzoyan’s remarks are pre-
sented below.

“Honorable Minister,
Distinguished Commissioner,
Dear President,
Dear colleagues,
It is really a great pleasure to sign 

today the agreement which is aimed at 
further strengthening the cooperation 
between the Republic of Armenia and the 
European Union in the field of justice, rule 
of law and fight against serious transna-
tional crimes. 

I would like to extend my sincere 
words of gratitude to all colleagues here in 
the EU institutions, the Belgian Presidency 
and President Hamran for his personal 
contribution, as well as my colleagues in 
Armenia’s ministries and agencies for tak-
ing care of these negotiations. As already 
said, Armenia was interested in signing 

this agreement from the very beginning, 
we were the first to start the negotiations, 
and I am proud that we are the first to 
conclude the negotiations and sign the 
agreement.

Besides, I would like to emphasize 
that we already had close cooperation 
with Eurojust, with  Europol even without 
this agreement, but now this agreement 
comes to strengthen and institutionalize 
this cooperation. By signing this Agree-
ment, we also make one step closer to the 
full implementation of the Armenia-EU 
Comprehensive and Enhanced Partnership 
Agreement but also this opens doors to 
new opportunities for exchange of exper-
tise and capacity building, as we discussed 
earlier. 

This agreement will have an indispen-
sable role when it comes to fostering sec-
toral collaboration between the competent 
authorities of Armenia and the European 
Union, aimed at facilitating mutual legal 
assistance, elaborating joint investigation 
strategies and assisting in the resolution 
of jurisdictional issues. It’s noteworthy 
that with Europol, we have already signed 
several documents which our Parliament 
is set to ratify these days. 

So congratulations and thank you.”
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“Brussels Summit Fallout: Unpacking Aid Pledges and Regional 
Dynamics”

Noyan Tapan hosted Hovsep Khurs-
hudyan, chairman of the “Free Citizen” 
NGO and an analyst, to delve into the out-
comes of the Brussels meeting on April 
5th. Notably, the European Union pledged 
270 million euros over four years to Ar-
menia, while the United States commit-
ted over 65 million dollars. This sparked 
societal inquiry into the motives behind 
these pledges, particularly as the Russian 
Federation warned of potential perilous 
consequences for Armenia due to Western 
involvement in the South Caucasus.

The analyst pointed out that these ru-
mors are propagated by entities that have 
long posed threats to Armenia, even from 
within the country itself. They argue that 
deepening Armenia’s cooperation with 
the West, specifically with the European 
Union, would spell disaster for the coun-
try. Interestingly, these same forces are 
now asserting that expectations from the 
West were overstated, implying that there 
was no need for such high expectations 
to avoid disappointment. However, the 
analyst clarified that there were never 
discussions of expecting billions or signing 
agreements for NATO or EU membership.

There is no disappointment in society; 
rather, there is only enthusiasm because 
the actual outcomes have justified the ex-
pectations. Not only will Armenia receive 
the promised 270 million euros as a direct 
grant to the government, but there is also 
a substantial investment volume of half 
a billion euros. Additionally, there’s the 
significantly increased assistance from 
the United States, amounting to 65 million 
dollars for one year.

The authorities had initially antici-
pated receiving nearly up to one billion 
dollars. However, as the analyst pointed 
out, they ended up receiving a sum close 
to that figure. Nevertheless, there remains 
unrealized funding amounting to 2 bil-
lion 150 million euros from the programs 
promised by the European Union since 
2021. When factoring in these unfulfilled 

commitments, the total amounts to almost 
3 billion euros.

This event transcended mere financial 
implications, as it encompassed significant 
agreements, announcements, and out-
lined the region’s future. Secretary Blinken 
explicitly stated that the United States’ 
vision aligns with Armenia’s regarding 
the region’s future. This alignment under-
scores a shared perspective, in contrast 
to Azerbaijan, as highlighted by Khurs-
hudyan during the discussion. While this 
stance might disappoint Azerbaijan, it also 
underscores the recognition of potential 
consequences should it escalate tensions 
significantly.

The European Union and the United 
States have expressed their intentions to 
offer additional aid to assist Armenia in 
mitigating the risks associated with di-
versifying trade and enhancing economic 
and institutional flexibility. Many analysts 
argue that this trade diversification initia-
tive alone holds greater significance than 
the combined sums of 270 million euros 
and 65 million dollars.

Following the tripartite meeting, Azer-
baijan initiated shelling on the territory 
of Armenia. The analyst emphasized that 
Aliyev accurately interpreted the messages 
directed towards him from the West, real-
izing that they could lead to his isolation. 
Aliyev’s warning about the potential disas-
trous consequences of the plan prepared 
for the South Caucasus signals his stance 
against the West, implying an engagement 
in an information war. This posture is driv-
en by his obligations to Russia, and the 
nocturnal attacks should be understood 
within this geopolitical context.

The shootings should indeed be con-
sidered from that perspective. It appears 
to be a calculated provocation by Azerbai-
jan, evident in their firing into the air. It’s 
noteworthy that they sustain this firing 
for a prolonged duration without causing 
any actual damage, likely to evade detec-
tion by European observers. This tactic 

seems designed to preemptively deflect 
accusations of provocation by placing the 
blame on Armenia rather than Azerbaijan.

It’s intriguing that a Russian blogger of 
Armenian descent suddenly appeared in 
one of those villages, Movses, and began 
spreading panic about the shootings. This 
seems like an orchestrated move aimed at 
sowing panic in Armenia. The intention 
could be to mimic a situation where Ar-
menia is under attack, potentially to deter 
Armenia from certain actions. This tactic 
might be intended to influence European 
observers into believing that Armenia is 
being targeted, thereby manipulating the 
narrative.

There’s a perspective suggesting that 
Russia is intentionally encourages Ar-
menia to withdraw from the Collective 
Security Treaty Organization (CSTO). This 
strategy aims to ensure that in the event of 
an attack by Azerbaijan, Russia wouldn’t 
have any binding obligations, as there 
still exists a written commitment. This 
nuanced approach by Russia appears to 
simultaneously restrain Armenia while 
subtly pushing it away.

The analyst further elaborated that if 
Armenia were to exit the CSTO, it might 
prompt a response resulting in its expul-
sion from the Eurasian Economic Union 
(EAEU). However, such a move could 
provide Armenia with an opportunity to 
enter a free trade zone with Europe. This 
would potentially streamline the process 
for Armenian goods to access European 
markets more easily.

In summary, the outcomes of the 
Brussels meeting highlight the delicate 
geopolitical landscape of the South Cau-
casus. While Armenia secures significant 
financial pledges from the EU and the US, 
tensions persist with Azerbaijan’s pro-
vocative actions. The role of Russia adds 
further complexity, with strategic deci-
sions looming for Armenia regarding its 
alliances and trade partnerships.

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EU should stop being a neutral actor between Armenia and 
Azerbaijan - former NATO Secretary-General

In an op-ed for Le Monde, former NATO 
Secretary-General, Anders Fogh Rasmus-
sen, calls on Brussels to move beyond its 
policy of equidistance between Armenia 
and Azerbaijan, stop being a neutral actor 
and play a role in mediating negotiations 
towards a lasting peace agreement be-
tween the two countries.

According to Rasmussen, while all eyes 
are focused on Russia’s illegal war against 
Ukraine, another major geopolitical shift 
is happening in Europe, this time in the 
South Caucasus.

“Despite a historic, economic, ener-
gy, and military dependence on Russia 
– and the physical presence of thousands 
of Russian troops on its soil – the Arme-
nian government has made a bold and 
concerted effort to consolidate Armenia’s 
democracy and build closer relations with 
the democratic West.

“This reorientation takes time, but 
it also requires the European Union to 
adopt a more ambitious strategy towards 
Armenia’s democracy. This must start by 
ending the misguided idea that the Euro-
pean Union (EU) should be a neutral actor 
between Armenia and Azerbaijan. Europe 
should play a role in mediating negotia-
tions towards a lasting peace agreement.

“But its approach must reflect the re-
ality that Armenia has chosen the com-
munity of European democracies, while 
Azerbaijan sits in the camp of aggressive 
autocracies. A lack of European clarity and 

ambition could endanger Armenia’s young 
democracy and jeopardize its geopolitical 
pivot,” Rasmussen writes in the op-ed.

Referring to the upcoming trilateral 
summit in Brussels, Rasmussen says: “This 
new approach should start at the April 
5 trilateral summit in Brussels, where 
European Commission President Ursula 
von der Leyen will host Armenian Prime 
Minister Nikol Pashinyan and US Secretary 
of State Antony Blinken.

“Armenia has already frozen relations 
with the Russian-led Collective Security 
Treaty Organization, organized military 
exercises with the United States, and 
sought to expand its economic ties with 
democratic economies. However, follow-
ing the 2023 attack by Azerbaijan on Na-
gorno-Karabakh along with the continued 
occupation of strategic heights within Ar-
menia by Azeri forces, the security situa-
tion in Armenia is fragile.”

UN Human Rights Council adopts resolution on Prevention of 
Genocide submitted by Armenia

The UN Human Rights Council adopted 
a resolution on Prevention of Genocide 
presented by Armenia.

“The resolution is a manifestation of 
Armenia’s continuing and resolute com-
mitment to the international efforts for 
genocide prevention. It is a call to pre-
vent deterioration of the human rights 
violations into such an egregious crime 
as genocide is. The contribution of the 
Human Rights Council to this end is per-
tinent and urgent as we all witness gross 
abuses of human rights in different parts 
of the world,” Armenia’s Permanent Repre-
sentative to UN Office in Geneva Andranik 
Hovhannisyan said as he presented the 
draft.

“With this resolution the Council 
will note that genocide and other mass 
atrocities often are committed within the 
context of armed conflict. It will reaffirm 
that starvation of civilians as a method of 
combat is prohibited under international 
humanitarian law and that it is therefore 
prohibited to attack, destroy, remove or 
render useless objects indispensable to 
the survival of the civilian population,” 

he said.
“The resolution will emphasize that 

impunity is a significant risk factor for 
genocide, war crimes and crimes against 
humanity and that it needs to be ad-
dressed through investigating allegations, 
prosecuting and punishing the perpetra-
tors. It will also acknowledge the contri-
bution of the International Court of Justice 
regarding the prevention and punishment 
of the crime of genocide,” the Ambassador 
noted.

“The resolution will take stock of the 
UN and other international activities con-
ducted in this regard, inter allia welcom-
ing the HRC intersessional meeting that 
marked the 75th anniversary of the Con-
vention on the Prevention and Punishment 

of the Crime of Genocide,” he added.
“It will emphasize that early warning 

should be linked to addressing the preven-
tion of genocide and will task to convene 
HRC panel discussion on early warning 
and genocide prevention. It will request 
the Secretary-General to prepare a fol-
low-up report and will invite the Special 
Adviser to the Secretary-General on the 
Prevention of Genocide to an interactive 
dialogue with the HRC,” Andranik Hov-
hannisyan stated.

“Martin Luther King famously said 
that “the arc of the moral universe is long, 
but it bends toward justice.” We strong-
ly believe in our joint mission to ensure 
the application of justice that the victims 
and their descendants deserve, including 
through recognition, accountability, truth, 
reparation, guarantees of non-recurrence 
and preservation of historic memory,” he 
added.

The Armenian envoy expressed pro-
found gratitude to all co-sponsors, to all 
States and other stakeholders that en-
riched this initiative with their valuable 
and constructive contributions.
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Israeli Police and settlers intrude into Armenian Quarter of 
Jerusalem

On April 3, 2024 around 11 o’clock, 
an unlawful eviction was initiated by Is-
raeli Police on the grounds of the Cow’s 
Garden located within the premises of the 
Armenian Patriarchate of Jerusalem, the 
Patriarchate said in a statement.

The eviction began with the destruc-
tion of Armenian Patriarchate property, 
and assaults on clergy and indigenous 
Armenians. The officer leading the evic-
tion was Assaf Harel.

The groups of officers were asked to 
present permits for the eviction, the de-
struction of property, and physical remov-
al of priests and indigenous Armenians 
from the premises.

According to the Patriarchate, permits 
or court orders were not presented and 
they continued to protect and assist the 

representatives of Xana Gardens in their 
destruction of property. During attempts 
to stop the unlawful activity, several mem-
bers of the police continued to state that 
they have come with permits without ever 
presenting them.

“We are here to defend the rights of 
the workers of Xana Gardens,” they said.

The Armenian Patriarchate of Jerusa-
lem is one of the Custodians of the Holy 
Land and overseers of one of the four 

Quarters of Jerusalem. We fully expect 
the due process that is purportedly grant-
ed to all within Jerusalem and demand 
answers from the Israeli Police and the 
Israeli Government for their participation 
in today’s events.

“It is clear that today’s provocations 
are an attempt to set a precedent against 
the Armenian Quarter and its lawful lands. 
We will continue to stand our ground and 
ask for Christians worldwide to spotlight 
these never-ending encroachments on the 
peaceful Armenian Christian community,” 
the Patriarchate stated.

According to Save the ArQ – movement 
for the defense and preservation of the 
Armenian Quarter of Jerusalem – Israeli 
Police escorted settlers into Cows’ Garden 
in Jerusalem’s Armenian Quarter.

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Franco-Armenian wrestler abandons Olympic dream over safety 
fears in Baku

Armenian-born French wrestler Gagik 
Snjoyan has abandoned his Olympic dream 
over security fears by refusing to take part 
in the European wrestling qualifiers in 
Azerbaijan, reports AFP.

Snjoyan was France’s number one 
wrestler in the 67 kg Greco-Roman cat-
egory and was due to compete in the Eu-
ropean qualifiers in Baku on 5-7 April, 
but was dissuaded from travelling by his 
family, who feared for his safety. 

“Any Armenian who enters Azerbaijani 
territory risks not coming back. It’s not 
me who says that, it’s life that has shown 

that,” the 22-year-old told AFP. “Honestly, 
it’s understandable. If you’ve been follow-
ing the tensions between Armenia and 
Azerbaijan lately, it’s really complicated. 
No Armenian goes to Azerbaijan and vice 
versa,” he stressed.

Born in Yerevan in 2001, Snjoyan 
began his wrestling career in his native 
country before his family sought asylum 
in France a decade ago.

Despite being offered increased secu-
rity by the French Wrestling Federation, 
Snjoyan said he had been forced to make 
the “most difficult” decision of his career.”

Europeans for Artsakh platform urges EU Leadership to support the 
right of Artsakh Armenians to live collectively

Prior to the joint meeting of the Prime 
Minister of Armenia Nikol Pashinyan, the 
President of the European Commission 
Ursula von der Leyen and US Secretary of 
State Antony Blinken, scheduled on 5 April 
in Brussels, the Europeans for Artsakh 
platform has addressed a letter to the EU 
leadership, emphasizing the dire need of 
housing of the forcibly displaced indige-
nous Armenian population of Nagorno 
Karabakh/Artsakh, said the “Europeans 
for Artsakh” initiative.

The letter reads as follows:
 “As EU citizens, we are appealing to 

the EU to earmark financial means to en-
able dignified housing in the Republic of 
Armenia for the forcibly displaced indig-
enous Armenian population of Nagorno 
Karabakh/Artsakh, until international 
protection mechanisms are put in place 
so that they can collectively return to their 
homeland, namely Nagorno Karabakh/
Artsakh.”

 Drawing parallels with the inter-
national projects, following the 1988 
earthquake in Armenia, the Europeans 
for Artsakh platform suggests that sim-
ilar initiatives could provide a mid-term 
solution to prevent the annihilation of a 
millennia-old culture. The Europeans for 
Artsakh platform underlines EU’s role as 
a principal mediator of the negotiations 
on the Nagorno Karabakh conflict, headed 
by President Charles Michel, since 2021.

 The letter states that while the EU 

leadership continuously acknowledged the 
necessity of protecting the human rights 
of the indigenous Armenian population 
of Nagorno Karabakh, they often stressed 
the importance of the “integration” of the 
Armenian population of Nagorno Karab-
akh in Azerbaijan and advocated for it, 
also when Azerbaijan imposed a block-
ade, starvation and carried our military 
aggression.

The platform makes a reference to the 
European Parliament (EP) resolution of 5 
October 2023 which expresses “deep dis-
satisfaction at the fact that regular alerts 
by the EP regarding the situation in Na-
gorno-Karabakh and the risks of a cata-
strophic outcome have been disregarded 
by the Commission and the Council.

The letter emphasizes that impunity 
emboldened Azerbaijan’s destructive poli-
cies and sums up “whereas the inaction of 
the Russian peacekeepers allowed Azer-
baijan to carry out its heinous agenda, the 
EU also bears its share of responsibility 
for the reasons elaborated above. This 
does not refer to the European Parliament 
which honored its role as the House of 
democracy and continuously took an ob-
jective stance on the situation”.

In the aftermath of the ethnic cleans-
ing, tens of thousands of forcibly dis-
placed Armenians have sought refuge in 
the Republic of Armenia. While the Ar-
menian Government has made efforts to 
address their short-term needs, these are 

insufficient to provide a dignified life for 
them. The Europeans for Artsakh platform 
acknowledges with gratitude EU’s alloca-
tion of humanitarian aid to support the 
indigenous Armenians forcibly displaced 
from Nagorno-Karabakh/Artsakh.

 Nevertheless, humanitarian aid only 
addresses short-term needs. As a matter 
of fact, already several thousand Arme-
nians from Nagorno Karabakh/Artsakh 
have already left the Republic of Arme-
nia and have not returned. This is a real 
disaster. If the situation continues, with 
the time the unique culture, dialects of 
the millennia-old indigenous Armenian 
population of Nagorno Karabakh/Artsakh 
will disappear.

 The appeal of the European for 
Artsakh is addressed to the President of 
the European Council Charles Michel, the 
President of the European Commission 
Ursula von der Leyen, the European Com-
missioner for Neighborhood and Enlarge-
ment Olivér Várhelyi, High Representative 
of the EU for Foreign Affairs and Security 
Policy/Vice-President of the European 
Commission Josep Borrell, EU Special 
Representative for the South Caucasus 
and the Crisis in Georgia Toivo Klaar and 
EP President Roberta Metsola.

The letter will also be addressed to the 
governments of the EU member states, 
namely to the governments of the coun-
tries where the Europeans for Artsakh 
platform has a representative body.

Merkel on Pashinyan-Aliyev meeting
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Attended by President of the Republic of 
Armenia Armen Sarkissian, the government 
members’ oath-taking ceremony was held on 
January 30 in the presidential Palace.

Nikol Pashinyan, Deputy Prime Ministers 
Tigran Avinyan and Mher Grigoryan and 11
ministers were sworn in at the presidential 
palace in Yerevan about two months after the 
ruling My Step bloc’s victory in Armenia’s
snap parliamentary elections.

Only one government member, Labor and 
Social Affairs Minister Zaruhi Batoyan, did 
not hold a ministerial post in the previous 
cabinet which had three vice-premiers and 17 
ministers.

The reappointed Defense Minister Davit To-
noyan, Finance Minister Atom Janjughazian 
and Foreign Minister Zohrab Mnatsakanian 
are technocrats not affiliated with any party 
or bloc. The cabinet members who have kept 
their jobs also include senior My Step figures 
such as Education Minister Arayik Haruti-
unyan and Local Government Minister Suren
Papikyan.

Pashinyan is widely expected to abolish the 
posts of minister of agriculture, energy, cul-
ture, Diaspora, and sports and youth affairs as 
part of his plans to downsize the government. 

Their current -- and presumably outgoing 
holders -- have not been reappointed.

However, the precise structure of the new 
government remains unknown. Pashinyan 
has still not submitted a relevant bill to the Ar-
menian parliament.

Speaking after the ceremony, Pashinyan 
made clear that Armenia’s police, National 
Security Service (NSS) and tax and customs 

services will remain directly accountable to 
the prime minister, rather than his cabinet or 
the parliament.

“State bodies must definitely be under a par-
liamentary oversight, but it doesn’t mean that 
they all must be turned into ministries,” he 
told reporters. He claimed that the police and 
the NSS could become “partisan” if they are 
turned into ministries.

New Armenian cabinet sworn in

Prime Minister Nikol Pashin-
yan reaffirmed his readiness to 
again “cooperate” with the Ar-
menian Revolutionary Feder-
ation (Dashnaktsutyun) when 
he met with the party’s new 
leadership on January 27.

Dashnaktsutyun elected its 
new top decision-making 
body, the Bureau, during a 
congress in Nagorno-Kara-
bakh which drew to a close last 
week. The Bureau is headed 
by Hagop Der Khatchadurian, 
a Canadian Armenian, and also 
comprises 12 other members.

Four of them -- Armen 
Rustamyan, Arsen Hambard-
zumyan, Spartak Seyranyan 
and Giro Manoyan -- are lead-
ing members of the pan-Ar-
menian party’s organization
in Armenia. They and Der 
Khatchadurian were received 
by Pashinyan.

“Our government is intent on 
having a broad and productive 

cooperation with Dashnakt-
sutyun,” Pashinyan told them 
at the start of the meeting. 
“Obviously, we don’t have the 
same views on many issues but
on quite a few other issues the 
vectors of our perceptions con-
verge.”

“Our aim is to have a strong 
homeland and Diaspora and 
I’m sure that there are enough 
areas where we can cooperate 

to the benefit of our national 
priorities,” Der Khatchadurian 
said for his part.

Pashinyan’s press service did 
not report other details of the 
meeting.

In a written appeal to the del-
egates of the Dashnaktsutyun 
congress publicized last week, 
Pashinyan paid tribute to the 
party’s 129-year-long history.
He said he is ready to cooper-

ate with Dashnaktsutyun and 
“open to your proposals and 
criticism.”

The weeklong congress be-
gan with an announcement by 
Dashnaktsutyun’s longtime 
top leader, Hrant Markaryan, 
that he will not seek reelection 
to the Bureau. Markaryan was 
reportedly blamed by dissident 
Dashnaktsutyun figures for the 
party’s poor showing in the 
December 2018 parliamentary 
elections.

Dashnaktsutyun was part of 
Armenia’s former government 
ousted during last spring’s
“velvet revolution.” It received
two ministerial posts in a new 
government formed by Pashin-
yan in May. The prime minister 
fired his Dashnaktsutyun-af-
filiated ministers in October,
accusing their party of secret-
ly collaborating with former 
President Serzh Sargsyan’s 
Republican Party.
